
Art GCSE Exam 2018 - 2019
The following is a guideline and highlights the minimum requirements to achieve a pass. Use the time between now and your exam carefully. Remember the work that you produce will form 40% of your GCSE grade.
You have from January until the beginning of April to complete all of these tasks:

	Class Tasks Throughout you should annotate your pages to explain your journey; your thoughts and ideas and evaluate pieces that are successful or less so.

	Brainstorm 1 question from the exam paper, create 8-10 ‘spider legs’, each leading to another 8-10 ‘spider legs’ (AO1) Add coloured images and your own drawings.


	

	Decide on a relevant theme from your brainstorm. Make a one study page researching this theme. Incorporate images from first-hand observations and secondary sources (AO1)
	

	Choose one artist that links to your theme and create a double page spread about their life and work. 
Consider the page background, composition and studies. Analyse the artists’ work. 
	

	Choose a second artist that links to your theme and create a double page spread about their life and work. 
Consider the page background, composition and studies. Analyse the artists’ work. 


	

	Take 6 clear photos of images that relate to your theme. These are not images taken from the internet. 

Present these artistically in your sketchbook. Annotate your ideas.

Extension: Experiment with filters and scale in Photoshop and produce another 6 altered images.
	

	Create a range of experimental studies from your photos/ drawings. These should be high quality drawings using a range of media.

They could also be inspired by the style/techniques of your History or Art. (AO2) 

	

	Continue to work on and record your observations with a variety of materials and techniques. Consider your back ground. 
	

	Complete a quality drawing. This could be from a photograph or a second hand image related to your idea.

	

	Investigate further your ideas, media and experiments from your photos/ drawings. You could refine your techniques or add other techniques such as print, 3D.


	

	Complete media experiments and mount up work into your sketchbook. Do not forget the annotation and the title.
Refer to your annotation sheets from Year 10.
	

	Begin an ‘initial ideas’ page that shows at least 2 good quality ideas for your final piece. (AO1/AO4). Consider scale, materials, time constraints etc

It is quality and not quantity.
	

	From your initial ideas create a development page that helps you show your best choice for your final piece. You should show your techniques, processes and materials that you will use in your final outcome.


	

	This will be held in the Art rooms. Arrive no later than 8.30am for a prompt 8:40am start. 

During the exam period you will not be able to take your sketchbook home. It has to stay in the exam room.

At the end of the exam you will hand in all work including your final piece and sketchbook.
